1 Lens hood mounting mark
Use when attaching the lens hood.

2 Focus ring

Use for manual focus.
* When focusing using autofocus, you can adjust focus manually by

rotating the ring while the shutter-release button is pressed halfway.

3 Zoom ring
Rotate the ring to zoom in or out.

4 Control ring
Rotate to adjust a setting such as [Aperture] or [Exposure compensation]
assigned using the camera. For more information, see the description of

(shooting)] in the documentation provided with the camera.

5 Zoom lever
Slide the lever to zoom in or out.

10 Rubber lens-mount gasket
Helps prevent the ingress of water droplets or dust along the surfaces
where the lens and camera meet when the lens is mounted on the
camera.”

11 CPU contacts
Used to transfer data to and from the camera.
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12 L-Fn button
Press to perform a function assigned using the camera. For more

13 Focus-mode switch
Choose a focus mode.
« A: Autofocus

« M: Manual focus
Note that regardless of the setting chosen, focus must be adjusted

manually when manual focus mode is selected using camera controls.
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14 Tripod collar ring attachment screw
Fix the tripod collar ring in place.

15 Security slot (for anti-theft cable)

Attaching the Lens

1.Turn the camera body off, remove the camera body cap,
and detach the rear lens cap.
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2.Position the lens on the camera body, keeping the
mounting mark on the lens aligned with the mounting

mark on the camera body (@), and then rotate the lens
in the direction shown (@) until it clicks into place.

Attachment and Removal
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Using the Lens Hood

This lens hood is equipped with a filter adjustment window. You can rotate a

filter such as circular polarizing filters to adjust the effect through this window.
Follow the procedure below to attach and remove the lens hood and use the filter
adjustment window.

Attaching the Lens Hood

When Using the Lens Hood with the Filter Adjustment
Window Facing Down

Align the lens hood alignment mark with the lens hood mounting mark (@) and
then rotate the lens hood in the direction shown (@) until the mounting mark is
aligned with the lens hood lock mark below the Nikon logo (€).

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When Using the Lens Hood with the Filter Adjustment
Window Facing Up

Align the lens hood lock release button with the lens hood mounting mark (@)

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Reversing the Lens Hood
The lens hood can be reversed and mounted on the lens when not in use.
« Align either of the lens hood lock marks with the lens hood mounting mark

(@) and then rotate the lens hood in the direction shown (@) until it clicks
into place.

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Removing the Lens Hood

Keeping the lens hood lock release button pressed (@), rotate the lens hood in
the direction shown (@) and remove it from the lens (@).

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Using the Filter Adjustment Window

Open the filter adjustment window by sliding the lever in the direction shown to
adjust the filter.
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1 Filter adjustment window

« If the filter adjustment window is left open during shooting, stray light will
enter the lens, causing ghosts or flares. We recommend that you close the filter

adjustment window when not adjusting the filter.
» Depending on the shape of the filter, it may be difficult to rotate it through the
filter adjustment window.
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Using the Tripod Collar

Attach tripods to the tripod collar, not to the camera.

Be sure to securely tighten the tripod collar lock screw. Failure to observe this
precaution may result in the lens unexpectedly separating from the tripod,
causing injury.

Attaching the Tripod Collar

Align the slot on the tripod collar with the tripod collar mounting foot (@) and
then slide the collar onto the foot, not stopping until the foot is at the back of the

slot (@). Fully tighten the tripod collar lock screw once the collar is in position (€).
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Rotating the Camera

After slightly loosening the tripod collar ring attachment screw (@), rotate the
camera (@) to align the lens rotation index with the tripod collar ring rotation
index that matches the desired orientation (landscape or portrait) and then
tighten the screw (@).
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Removing the Tripod Collar

After fully loosening the tripod collar lock screw (@), keep the tripod collar lock
release pressed (@) while sliding the collar from the mounting foot (@).
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Power Zoom

The lens features power zoom. You can use the power zoom by rotating the zoom
ring or sliding the zoom lever.

* The zoom speed can be controlled by the speed you rotate the zoom ring or
the amount you slide the zoom lever.
- For fast zooming, rotate the zoom ring faster or increase the amount you
slide the zoom lever.
- For slow zooming, rotate the zoom ring slower or decrease the amount you
slide the zoom lever.

* The zoom speed may be slower when used in extremely high or low
temperatures.

Lens Sounds

The sound the lens makes during zooming may be audible in video footage. If
you are concerned about this sound, it can be mitigated by:

« rotating the zoom ring slowly, or

« decreasing the amount you slide the zoom lever
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Power Zoom Controls, Settings, and Displays on
the Camera

The following power zoom controls, settings, and displays are available on the
camera (Z7Il,Z7,Z6ll,Z 6, and Z 5 excluded).

§ Controls

* You can use camera controls assigned the power zoom role.
* You can use controls assigned the power zoom role on connected MC-N10
remote grips (Z 50 excluded).

§ Settings

* You can choose the speed at which the lens can be zoomed in and out using
controls that are assigned the power zoom role.

* You can choose whether the last-selected zoom position is automatically
restored when the camera is turned on.

§ Focal Length Display

The lens focal length can be viewed in the camera shooting display.

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Precautions for Use

Be sure to support the lens when holding the camera. Failure to observe this
precaution could damage the lens and camera mounts.

Do not pick up or hold the lens or camera using only the lens caps or lens hood.
Keep the CPU contacts clean.

Should the rubber lens-mount gasket be damaged, cease use immediately and
take the lens to a Nikon-authorized service center for repair.

Reattach the lens caps when the lens is not in use.

Do not leave the lens in humid locations or in locations in which it may be
exposed to moisture. Rusting of the internal mechanism can cause irreparable
damage.
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Do not leave the lens next to open flames or in other extremely hot locations.
Extreme heat could damage or warp the lens.

Taking the lens from a warm to a cold environment or vice versa may cause
damaging condensation inside and outside the lens. Place the lens in a sealed
bag or plastic case before taking it across a temperature boundary. The lens
can be taken from the bag or case once it has had time to adjust to the new
temperature.

We recommend that you place the lens in its case to protect it from scratches
during transport.

Nikon will not be held liable in the event that the lens is stolen or damaged
while a third-party anti-theft cable is attached to the security slot.

Keep credit cards and other such magnetic storage devices away from the
camera and lens. Data stored on the device could be corrupted.
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Lens Maintenance

* Removing dust is normally sufficient to clean the glass surfaces of the lens.
* When cleaning the fluorine-coated front lens element:

- Smudges, fingerprints, and other oily stains can be removed using a soft,
clean cotton cloth or third-party lens cleaning tissue; clean from the center
outwards using a circular motion.

- To remove stubborn stains, wipe gently using a soft cloth lightly dampened
with a small amount of distilled water, ethanol, or third-party lens cleaner.

- Drop-shaped marks may form on fluorine-coated surfaces, which are highly
water- and oil-repellent. Such marks can be removed with a dry cloth.

* When cleaning the rear lens element, which is not fluorine-coated:

- Smudges, fingerprints, and other oily stains can be removed using a soft,
clean cotton cloth or third-party lens cleaning tissue lightly dampened with
a small amount of ethanol or third-party lens cleaner; clean from the center
outwards in a circular motion. Be sure to clean evenly and thoroughly without
leaving smears.

» Never use organic solvents such as paint thinner or benzene to clean the lens.
Neutral Color (NC) filters (available separately) and the like can be used to
protect the front lens element.

» Do not store the lens in direct sunlight or with naphtha or camphor moth balls.

If the lens will not be used for an extended period, store it in a cool, dry location
to prevent mold and rust.

Cameras with AF-Assist llluminators

The lens or lens hood may block the light from the camera AF-assist illuminator.

Shadows will be visible in photos where light from the built-in flash is obscured

by the lens or lens hood. Remove the lens hood before shooting. Note, however,

that depending on the distance to the subject and lens focal length, shadows may

appear even when the lens hood is removed.
