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Overview

Monitor & Control (M&C) is an application that connects to a single camera and is used for remote control of the camera
and to display/control clips from the camera. This app can be used free of charge.
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Switching the Screen

This topic describes the structure of the app screen and how to switch between screens.
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Tap [Connect] for a camera that you want to connect on the [Connect] screen (A) to display the [Monitoring] screen (B)
for monitoring the camera image and controlling camera functions remotely.

E (App menu)

Selecting any of the following items from the menu on the [Monitoring] screen displays the screen for the corresponding
item.

[Connect]: Displays the camera connection screen (A).

[Monitoring]: Displays the [Monitoring] screen (B).

[Browse]: Displays the [Browse] screen for displaying and controlling playback of camera clips and for
importing/transferring clips.
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[Job list]: Displays a screen for checking the import/transfer status of clips.
[Settings/Support]: Displays the screen for configuring app settings.
[Feedback]: Displays an external site for giving feedback about this app.

Mode selection area (C)

Selecting any of the following modes in the [ (App menu) mode selection area (C) displays the screen for the
corresponding mode.

[Basic control] screen

This screen is used to configure the basic functions of the camera.
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Tap [REC FORMAT] to display the screen for configuring the recording format and related settings.

You can specify and transfer part of a clip from a camera to an FTP server using the player screen.

Configure FTP transfer settings on the camera beforehand.

For details about FTP transfer settings on a camera, see the Help Guide or operating instructions for the
camera.

Tap ] (Menu) - [Browse].

If [Slot A] and [Slot B] are displayed, select the slot and then tap a clip.

? Tap the [Original] tab.

The player screen for the tapped clip appears.

G', Play the clip, tap [ (In) at the start position of the clip, and tap [§ (Out) at the end position.

The region between H (In) and @ (Out) becomes the clip to transfer.

Note

This function is not available if f] (In) and [ (Out) are not displayed on the screen.

Information about the specified range is not saved in the clip.
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G Tap ] (Transfer).

The FTP transfer setup screen appears.

0 Configure [Destination], [Clip name] (clip name generated for partial FTP transfer), and other transfer
settings, then tap [OK].

The specified range proxy clip is transferred to the FTP server.

You can check the FTP server transfer result and status in the job list. For details about the job list, see
“Checking the Job List.”

Tap an item displayed on the [In/Out] tab to jump to that range.
