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1. Attaching and Detaching the Lens

Lens mount index

Align the lens mount indexes of the lens and camera, and turn the
lens clockwise until you hear a click.

Detaching the Lens

Turn the lens counterclockwise while pressing the camera’s lens
release button. Detach the lens once it has stopped turning.

o Set the camera’s power switch to OFF when attaching or detaching
the lens.

e Attach the lens cap before detaching the lens from the camera.

o After detaching the lens, place the lens with the rear end up and attach
the dust cap to prevent the lens surface and contacts from getting
scratched. Make sure the lens and dust cap mount indexes are aligned
when attaching the dust cap.

e Contacts that are scratched, soiled, or have fingerprints on them
may result in faulty connections or corrosion, which may lead to
malfunctions.

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2. Setting the Focus Mode

To use only manual focusing (MF), set the focus mode switch to MF,
and focus by turning the focusing ring.

W e Delayed focus may occur if the focusing ring is quickly turned.

o Due to the structural characteristics, the focus lens driving speed may
vary according to the variation in the air temperature and posture.

e Do not touch the operating part in the front of the lens while the focus
lens is operating. If external pressure is applied to the moving part,
the lens initialization may be performed to return the focus lens to the
correct position for control purposes.

The control ring can be assigned the functions that are commonly
used with cameras, such as shutter speed and aperture settings.

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4. Hood (Sold separately)

The custom lens hood reduces unwanted light that causes flare and
ghosting and protects the front of the lens from rain, snow, and dust.

Attaching the Hood

Align the red attachment position mark on the hood with the red dot
on the front of the lens, and then turn the hood in the direction of the
arrow until you hear a click.

Detaching the Hood

Keep your finger pressed down on the button located on the side of
the hood, and then turn the hood in the direction of the arrow until the
attachment position mark on the hood is aligned with the red dot on
the front of the lens to detach it.

The hood can be reverse-mounted on the lens for storage.

0 e If the hood is not attached properly, vignetting (darkening of the
perimeter of the picture) may occur.
e Grasp and turn the base of the hood when attaching and detaching
it.

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5. Filters (Sold separately)

You can attach filters (P67) to the filter mounting thread on the front of
the lens.
